Divide Money

1.
Tammy and her 2 friends spent $9.84 on lunch. How much did each person spend?


You need to divide $9.84 by 3.


Step 1
Divide the hundreds. Bring down the 8.
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Step 2
Divide the tens. Bring down the 4.
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Step 3
Divide the ones. Place the decimal point and dollar sign directly above.
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So, each person spent $3.28 on lunch.

2.
Divide $6.32 by 8.


Step 1
There are not enough hundreds to divide. Regroup 6 hundreds as 60 tens. Divide the tens.
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Step 2
Bring down the 2. Divide the ones. Place the decimal point and dollar sign directly above.
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So, $6.32 ÷ 8 = $0.79.

3.
Lee paid $6.75 for 5 bottles of soda. How much did each bottle cost?


Divide $6.75 by 5 to find the unit cost.
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So, each bottle costs $1.35.
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
