Round to the Nearest Ten and Hundred

1.
Alberto drank 32 ounces of water today. Round 32 to the nearest ten.


Round 32 to the nearest ten. The closest ten less than 32 is 30. The closest ten greater than 32 is 40. So use a number line from 30 to 40.
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Since 32 is closer to 30 than to 40, round 32 to 30.

2.
Jamie walked 87 miles this week. Round 87 to the nearest ten.


Round 87 to the nearest ten. The closest ten less than 87 is 80. The closest ten greater than 87 is 90. So use a number line from 80 to 90.

Since 87 is closer to 90 than to 80, round 87 to 90.

3.
The goldfish tank at the pet store was filled with 174 goldfish. Round 174 to the nearest hundred.


Round 174 to the nearest hundred. The closest hundred less than 174 is 100. The closest hundred greater than 174 is 200. So use a number line from 100 to 200.
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Since 174 is closer to 200 than to 100, round 174 to 200.

4.
Amy collected 1,523 stamps. Round 1,523 to the nearest hundred.


Round 1,523 to the nearest hundred. The closest hundred less than 1,523 is 1,500. The closest hundred greater than 1,523 is 1,600. So use a number line from 1,500 to 1,600.
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Since 1,523 is closer to 1,500 than to 1,600, round 1,523 to 1,500.
