Lesson 1–9

Round to the Nearest Thousand

1.
A newspaper stand sold 3,176 magazines last month. Round to the nearest thousand.


Round 3,176 to the nearest thousand. The closest thousand less than 3,176 is 3,000. The closest thousand greater than 3,176 is 4,000. So use a number line from 3,000 to 4,000.
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Since 3,176 is closer to 3,000 than to 4,000, round 3,176 to 3,000.

2.
The book store sold 4,680 books this month. Round to the nearest thousand.


Round 4,680 to the nearest thousand. The closest thousand less than 4,680 is 4,000. The closest thousand greater than 4,680 is 5,000. So use a number line from 4,000 to 5,000.

Since 4,680 is closer to 5,000 than to 4,000, round 4,680 to 5,000.

3.
The movie theater sold 1,763 tickets over the weekend. To the nearest thousand about how many tickets were sold?


You need to round 1,763 to the nearest thousand.


Step 1
Underline the digit to be rounded. In this case, 1 is in the thousands place.




1,763


Step 2
Look at the 7, the digit to the right of the underline digit.




1,763


Step 3
The digit is greater than 4, so change the underlined digit.




2,763


Step 4
Replace all digits after the underlined digit with zeros.




2,000


So, to the nearest thousand, the movie theater sold about 2,000 tickets.
