Lesson 3–1

Two-Digit Subtraction

1.
A cheetah can run 70 miles per hour. A bear can run 30 miles per hour. How much faster can the cheetah run?


You need to find 70 – 30.
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	0 ones – 0 ones = 0

Subtract the tens.

7 tens – 3 tens = 4 tens



The cheetah can run 40 miles per hour faster.

2.
A coyote can run 43 miles per hour. An elephant can run 25 miles per hour. How much faster can the coyote run?


You need to find 43 – 25.


Step 1
Subtract ones.
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	You cannot take 5 ones from 3 ones.

Regroup: 1 ten as 10 ones

3 ones + 10 ones = 13 ones

13 ones – 5 ones = 8 ones


Step 2
Subtract tens.
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	3 tens – 2 tens = 1 ten



The coyote can run 18 miles per hour faster.
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
