Three-Digit Subtraction with Regrouping

1.
Tommy has 243 baseball cards. Jim has 76. What is the difference in the number of cards they have?


You need to find 243 – 76.


Step 1
Subtract ones.
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	Regroup: 1 ten as 10 ones

13 ones – 6 ones = 7 ones





Step 2
Subtract tens.
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	Regroup: 1 hundred as 10 tens

13 tens – 7 tens = 6 tens





Step 3
Subtract hundreds.
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	1 hundred – 0 hundreds = 1 hundred



So, Tommy has 167 more baseball cards.

2.
Kim bought a necklace for $8.59. How much change did she receive from $8.75?


You need to find $8.75 – $8.59.
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	You cannot subtract 9 pennies from 5 pennies.

Regroup: 1 dime as 10 pennies

15 pennies – 9 pennies = 6 pennies

6 dimes – 5 dimes = 1 dime

8 dollars – 8 dollars = 0 dollars



So, Kim received $0.16 change.
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
