Lesson 3-6

Choose a Strategy

Adrian: For a class project, my teacher needs 150 empty cans. So far, Alex collected 29, Kristen collected 34, and I collected 25.

Your Mission: Find out how many empty cans are needed.

Understand
You know that 150 empty cans are needed. You also know that three students have already 29, 34, and 25 empty cans. Find how many cans are needed.

Plan
First, add to find the number of empty cans collected. Then, subtract to find the amount still needed.

Solve
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So, 88 empty cans have been collected. Subtract 88 from 150 to find how many empty cans are still needed.
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So, 62 empty cans are still needed.

Check
Look back at the problem. You can check by adding. Since 62 + 88 = 150, the answer is correct.
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
