Regroup 3 hundreds as 2 hundreds and 10 tens.



Step 2

	Regroup 10 tens as 9 tens and 10 ones.



Step 3
Subtract.
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	Subtract the ones, tens, and hundreds.



So, the large box weighs 125 pounds more than the small box.

2.
Reggie and Alexander are playing a video game. Reggie scored 5,000 points for reaching home base. Alexander scored 2,465 points for reaching the star ship. How many more points did Reggie score?


Step 1
Regroup.
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	You cannot take 5 ones from 0 ones.

Regroup.

There are no tens or hundreds.

Regroup 5 thousands as 4 thousands and 10 hundreds.



Step 2
Regroup.
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	Regroup again.

Regroup 10 hundreds as 9 hundreds and 10 tens.



Step 3
Regroup and subtract.
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	Regroup 1 ten as 10 ones.

Subtract the ones, tens, hundreds, and thousands.



So, Reggie scored 2,535 more points than Alexander.
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
