Metric Unit Conversions

1.
How many centimeters are in 5 meters?


Use patterns to solve the problem. You know there are 100 centimeters in 1 meter.


1 meter = 100 centimeters


2 meters = 200 centimeters


3 meters = 300 centimeters


4 meters = 400 centimeters


5 meters = 500 centimeters


So, there are 500 centimeters in 5 meters.

2.
Gina’s cat weighs 3 kilograms. How many grams is that?


You know that there are 1,000 grams in 1 kilogram. Multiply to find the answer.


3 × 1,000 = 3,000


So, Gina’s cat weighs 3,000 grams.

3.
Terrell has 800 centimeters of string. How many meters is that?


You know that there are 100 centimeters in 1 meter. Divide to find the answer.


800 ÷ 100 = 8


So, Terrell has 8 meters of string.
